BACKGROUND
Secondary Agriculture

70% of the population depends for their livelihood. Adoption of
various institutional interventions, technology and policy regimes
transformed Indian agriculture from a net importer to the status of
near self-reliance in primary agriculture. Now under the influence of
drivers of development change, Indian agriculture sector needs to be
reoriented to handle the situation strategically in order to have a self-
sustainable and long-term growth of this sector, which is possible by
focusing on secondary agriculture. Secondary Agriculture includes
“all practices and process which add value to primary agricultural
commodities by using efficient technologies, market information and
consumer preference”. The secondary sector is regarded as a sunrise
sector for the Indian economy as it has a major role to play in
employment generation, poverty alleviation and product
diversification. Secondary agriculture is one of the ways to achieve
holistic and inclusive development of the farmers, forest dwellers and
cattle owners. The Government of India and Indian Council of
Agricultural Research has time and again emphasized the
importance of skill development vocational training in students of
agriculture and allied fields. It is in this context that CAAST-NAU is
organizing a 15 days Skill Development Course I, on “Secondary
Agriculture” at NAU, Navsari from December 03-17,2019.
