Wind speed is high >15 kmph, so avoid spraying of pesticide.

As per the IMD forecast, Thunderstorms with strong winds can cause fruit drop,
bruising, or cracking, reducing yield and market value. Excessive rain near harvest
increases fruit rot and fungal issues like powdery mildew.

Due to Moderate to Heavy rainfall forecast at isolated places, avoid irrigation and
chemical application to standing crops.

It is recommended to construct drainage systems in the field to facilitate the
removal of excess water.

Avoid open fields and hill tops during a thunderstorm, as lightning is more likely to
strike elevated areas.

Do not take shelter under trees, especially isolated ones, because they can attract
lightning and pose a serious risk.

Farmers are advised to avoid weeding and inter-cultivation operations during
periods of forecasted rainfall.

Don’t keep the animal under tree when there is heavy lightning during rain.

Provide mechanical support to horticultural and vegetable crops during forecast of
high wind velocity and heavy rain.

Pick the matured fruits from horticultural crops as soon as earlier and send for
market.

e Provide adequate quantity of balanced ration by considering the milk production
and maintenance.

o All the livestock should provided with good quality of mineral mixture, for that




dose rate are as per the prescription label on the packing or as guided by veterinary
doctor.

e Before and after milking udder must be properly clean with zinc oxide or boric
powder or potassium permanganate solutions.

e For the control of tick and other parasites, spray Deltemethrin or Aemitaz 2 ml in 1
liter of water.

¢ In rainy season, give sufficient slop on the floor of animal shed to avoid water
logging.

e Don’t keep the animal under tree when there is heavy lightning during rain.

Forestry |e Weeding climber cutting and cleaning should be carried out in first and second year
plantations.
Fisheries | e Fresh water farmers give proper feed in fish/prawn farming for better growth rate

because environment condition is very suitable.
¢ Increase water depth and maintain water level through pond outlet.
e Mixing the top and bottom water by using the aerators or pumps.
