¢ Wind speed is high >15 kmph, so avoid spraying of pesticide.

e As per the IMD forecast, Thunderstorms with strong winds can cause fruit
drop, bruising, or cracking, reducing yield and market value. Excessive rain
near harvest increases fruit rot and fungal issues like powdery mildew. So
Pick the matured fruits from horticultural crops as soon as earlier and send
for market.

e Thunderstorm winds can break branches or uproot young trees, especially in
poorly anchored or sandy soils, provide supports to newly planted Branches.

e Farmers are advised to carry out different activities of farm as per the
weather condition.

e Farmers are advised to keep harvested crop produces at safer places or
covered with tarpaulin.

e Don’t keep the animal under tree when there is heavy lightning during rain.

e C(Cleaning ridge, fencing and drainage system of the field and preparing the
field for the next monsoon.

e Provide mechanical support to horticultural and vegetable crops during
forecast of high wind velocity and heavy rain.

Sugarcane

Vegetative Growth Stage

e Apply split dose of Nitrogen fertilizer as per recommendation- 2nd dose 30% of
250 kg N/ha at 3-3.5 month after planting, 3rd dose 20% of 250 kg N/ha at 4-4.5
month after planting and 4th dose 35% of 250 kg N/ha at 5.5-6 month after
planting (before final earthing up).

e As per soil/climatic condition and stage of crop irrigation apply- summer at 15-17
day interval or adopt drip method of irrigation and mulching of trash in between
two rows of crop to save irrigation water.

e Keep crop weed free up to 4 months of planting by interculturing, hand weeding or
apply post emergence weedicide like 2,4-D Na Salt (1.2 kg ai/ha)+ Paraquat (0.600
kg ai/ha) or 2,4-D (Na Salt, 30 kg/10 lit. water )+ Paraquat (50 g/10 lit.) after 30-60
DAP.

e Earthing up should be done at 3-3.5 and 5.5-6 months after planting.

e Application of Chlorantraniliprole 0.4G @ 18.75 kg/ha. in soil for management of
sugarcane early shoot borer.

e Prepare field for nursery by ploughing and harrowing, apply well decomposed FYM
or Biocompost and prepare raised bed of 1m wide and convenient length. 1/10th
area of Transplanting (1000 sq. m area of nursery for Transplanting in 1 ha field)
should be used for nursery. Procure seeds of newly released variety of rice from
University farm. 25-30 kg seeds require to transplant 1 ha area.

Maturity stage:

e At hardening of grain in panicle, withdraw the water from the field and allow
drying the field.

e At maturity harvest the crop and properly sundry under clear weather condition.
