Livestock

e For the control of tock and other parasites, spray Deltemethrin or Aemitaz 2 ml in 1
liter of water.

¢ During heavy rainfall, give sufficient slop on the floor of animal shed to avoid water
logging.

e Height of animal shed should keep minimum 10 feet for aeration to maintain the
floor dry and to control humidity.

e Don’t keep the animal under tree when there is heavy lightning during rain.

e Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flies and mosquitoes.

e To protect the animals from electric current when it is raining, keep away from
appliances like poles, power boxes and broken wires where the current is on.

Forestry

e Postponed spraying chemical and fertilizer application.

¢ Increase water depth and maintain water level through pond outlet.
e Drain out excess rain water from fish pond.
