Kharif Paddy

Vegetative stage/Flowering stage:
o Keeps 2-3 cm standing water in field during vegetative growth and 4-5 cm
during flowering onward.

e Apply split dose of Nitrogen fertilizer as per recommendation. i.e.1st dose
at 20-25 days after transplanting - 40 kg N/ ha and 2nd dose at 40-45 days
after transplanting - 20 kg/ha.

Drain the water from field one day before application of fertilizer.

Keep field weed free by hand weeding and interculturing with paddy

weeder upto 45 days after transplanting.

Sugarcane

Vegetative stage:
e In case of extended dry spell of rainfall apply irrigation as per
requirement.

Application of Carbofuran 3G @ 33 kg/ha. in soil for control of sugarcane
borer.

Drain stagnant water from the field for management of sugarcane

whitefly.
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Okra

e Take measures for weed control.

e Avoid water logging in the field.

Vegetable Crop | ¢ Give Novel 1 lit./Vigha in soil.
e Spray Novel 150 ml./15 lit. of water on standing crop.
e The rate of NOLF for 1 lit. is 120 Rs.
e NOLF (Novel plus) and NOLF (Novel prime) 200 Rs/lit.
Brinjal o Timely take control measures of weeds, diseases and pests when required in
the nursery.
e Spraying of Mancozeb + Metalaxyl 75wp 20gm/10 lit.water for management
of damping off. Improve drainage.
¢ Transplanting should be carried out when the seedlings are 28-30 days old.
Tomato o Timely take control measures of weeds, diseases and pests when required in
the nursery.
e Spraying of Mancozeb + Metalaxyl 75wp 20gm/10 lit.water for management
of damping off. Improve drainage.
e Transplanting should be carried out when the seedlings are 25-30 days old.
Chilli e Nursery is usually prepared in one Goontha area for transplanting of one
hectare area.
e Spraying of Mancozeb + Metalaxyl 75wp 20gm/10 lit.water for management
of damping off. Improve drainage.
o Seedlings of chilli become suitable for transplanting in about 35 to 40 days.
Cowpea e Sowing of seed is carried out.
e Spacing: 30 x 45 cm.
e 12-15 kg seeds are required for one hectare area.
Gourds e Ten to twelve days after sowing, intercultural operations can be carried out
with hoe (gardening tool). Then manual weeding can be carried out 2-3 times.
Elephant foot | e Take measures for weed control.
yam e Avoid water logging in the field.
Greater yam |e Take measures for weed control.
e Give proper support or train branches of vines and avoid water-logging
condition in field.
Tannia e Take measures for weed control.
e Avoid water logging in the field.
e Harvest the tender leaves of Tannia for making ‘paatra”.
Mango General Advise :

¢ Find grubs of stem borer from gallery and holes on the stem and kill them.
Do pouring of Chlorpyriphos 20 EC @ 25 ml/ 10 lit. in hole and plug it with
mud.

e Procure healthy and disease free planting material from authorized and




government nursery for the new plantation.

e Prepare pit for plantation of new grafts by filling 10 kg FYM, 1 kg SSP and
1 kg MOP. Give 50 ml. /10 lit. Chlorpyriphos to manage termite and ants.

e Apply recommended dose of fertilizer per tree @ 700 g Urea or 1.8 kg
Ammonium Sulphate, 1.0 kg SSP and 1.2 kg MOP along with 100 kg FYM to
adult tree.

e In addition RDF, give biofertilizers viz,, Azotobactor 50 ml, PSB 50 ml,
KMB 50 ml and Trichoderma 100 g per adult tree in monsoon. Before or
after 15 days of fertilizer application.

e Do drenching of Paclobutrazol 5 g a.i. (Cultar 20 ml. per 10 lit.) per tree in
the first week of August to get early flowering in mango of more than 30
years old orchard.

e Die back disease: Pruning of infected branches, apply 10 % Bordeaux

paste and spraying Carbendazim 50 wp, 10gm/10 lit water.

Sapota General Advise :
e Apply second split of 50% of RDF (Ammonium Sulphate -2.5 kg or Urea 1.3
kg, SSP 1-2 kg and MOP 0.5 kg + FYM 50kg + Azotobacter, PSB and KMB @
50 ml of each tree).
Livestock General Advise :
e Provide adequate quantity of balanced ration by considering the milk
production and maintenance.
e Good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the animals only
after chaffing.
o Feed silage & hay materials if available.
e Before and after milking udder must be properly clean with zinc oxide or
boric powder or potassium permanganate solutions.
e For the control of tock and other parasites, spray Deltemethrin or Aemitaz
2 mlin 1 liter of water.
¢ In rainy season, give sufficient slop on the floor of animal shed to avoid
water logging.
e Height of animal shed should keep minimum 10 feet for aeration to
maintain the floor dry and to control humidity.
e Don't keep the animal under tree when there is heavy lightning during
rain.
Forestry Agro Forestry : Plantations :
e Weeding and cleaning should be done during first and second year
plantations.
e Irrigation should be done as per the requirement in tree plantation.
Fisheries General Advise :

e Fresh water farmers give proper feed in fish/prawn farming for better




growth rate because environment condition is very suitable.
e Increase water depth and maintain water level through pond outlet.

e Mixing the top and bottom water by using the aerators or pumps.
