Among the 108 
available spots, 96 can be 
occupied with non-air-
conditioned amenities, while the 
remaining 12 spots offer a 
combination of non-air-
conditioned and air-conditioned 
facilities.

This well-appointed 
establishment boasts a total of 
38 double occupancy rooms, 
each equipped with air 
conditioning, providing a 
comfortable stay for up to 76 
individuals simultaneously.

 In the entrance, the statue of our 
Father of Nations; Mahatma 
Gandhi has been placed in the 
vicinity of the Dandi March at 
Navsari Agricultural University. 

 This Educatorium comprises 
approximately 10,000 square feet 
of exhibition space within a fully 
air-conditioned facility. The 
ground floor showcases 
advancements in agronomy, soil 
science, genetics, plant breeding, 
and plant protection, while the 
first floor features technologies 
related to horticulture, post-
harvest practices, forestry, 
social sciences, veterinary 
medicine, and meteorology, 
presented through innovative 
extension teaching methods such 
as storytelling boards, 
interactive press button boards, 
intricate dioramas, captivating 
murals, detailed showcases, 
realistic models, and informative 
specimens. 

 A well-furnished conference 
room equipped with air 
conditioning and LCD projector, 
capable of accommodating up to 
50 visitors.
