Complaints afe belng recelved, alleging that Governmant sntities are indicating
foreign make/brands andlor restrictive conditions In their tenders, thereby excluding local
manufacturers from bidding process.

7 1t may be noted that such stipulation of foreign make/brands andlor restrictive
conditions (fike mandatory requirement of certification by foreign podies) in the tendars is
not only victative of ‘Public Procurement (Preference to Make in India) Order. 2017 {PPP-
Mit Order 2017) issued by DIPP. but also in violation of tha General Financial Rules. In
1his regard, it is necessary to follow the foilowing general guidelines.

a. Indicating fareign makefbrands in the tender, and theredy axcluding local
manufacturers and service providers from participation, is in violation of Public
Procurement {Preference to Make in India) Order, 2017. Algo, as per Ruie 144(0)
(6} of GFR 2017, procuring agency shail not indicate a requirement for a particutar
trade-mark, frade name or & brand.

b. As per Rule 144(i) of GFR 2017, the technical specifications shail, i the extent
praci,ifsab!e, be based on the nationat technical regulations of recognized national
standards.

¥ 5 stinlstries/Qepartments should also ensure that ‘mair procurament zntities 4o Ot
' incorporate any such restrictive and discriminatory eligibilty creena regarding
furngver, speciﬁgaﬁonsltesﬁnglmher standards in tender documents that exciude
t@ﬁ«maﬂufémte@sewice providers.

3. Please ensure complance of the above guidelines strictly at the level of the
Ministry/Department, as also by all attached/subordinate offices and PSUs/ Autonomous
podies under the administrative control of your Ministry/Department. Any violation in this
ragard shell be viewed sariously.
