GUIDELINES FOR HOISTING AND DISPLAY OF NATIONAL FLAG AT THE
BUILDINGS OF NAU

All the units of Navsari Agricultural University should adhere to the Guidelines for the flag

hoisting and display at their respective unit buildings from 12" to 15 August 2022.

1. The Flag shall be hoisted by the Head of the Unit on 12" August at 10 AM and the Flag
shall be lowered down in presence of Head of the Unit on 15™ August 5 PM.

2. The national flag, flag pole and flag hoisting rope shall be provided by the Directorate of
Students’ Welfare to the Units of main campus as per the demand by the respective units
of Navsari. The out station units should arrange the flag display at their level.

3. Flag Hoisting:

As a part of ‘Har Ghar Tiranga’, the National Flag may be hoisted at the unit building to
inspire respect for the Flag. A model set of instructions for guidance is as below:

I.  The unit staff will assemble in open square formation with staff forming the
three sides and the Flag-staff (Unit head) at the centre of the fourth side.

ii.  When the staff is ready, the NCC cadet will call the parade to attention by the
word of command “Savdhan”. All the staff should remain in attention on the
command. The NCC cadet will step forward and salute the Unit head and
escort the unit head towards the flag pole. The Flag will be unfurled by the
Unit head. The NCC cadet and senior staff may assist to unfurl the flag.

iii. At the time of unfurling the flag, the flag salutation will be followed by the
National Anthem. The staff will remain in the attention during this part of the
function.

iv. ~ When the National Anthem and salutation to flag is accomplished, the NCC
cadet will recite “Bharat Mata Ki...” and the staff shall respond with “Jai...”.
This will be repeated thrice. Then after, the NCC cadet will say “Vishram”.
The flag hoisting parade shall stand at ease.

v.  The unit head may address the staff and conclude the flag hoisting.



4. Flag Lowering:

The unit staff will assemble in open square formation along with the Unit head
at the centre.

When the staff is ready, the NCC cadet will call the parade to attention by the
word of command “Savdhan”. All the staff should remain in attention on the
command. The NCC cadet will step forward and start lowering the Flag. The
NCC cadet may be assisted by one staff.

At the time of lowering the flag, the flag salutation will be followed. The staff
will remain in the attention during complete lowering down and folding of the
Flag.

When the lowering of flag is accomplished, the NCC cadet will recite “Bharat
Mata Ki...” and the staff shall respond with “Jai...” This will be repeated
thrice. Then after, the NCC cadet will say “Vishram”. The Flag lowering
parade shall stand at ease.

The Unit head shall conclude the flag lowering ceremony.

5. Correct display:

When the Flag is flown, it should occupy the position of honor and distinctly
placed.

The Flag shall be flown on the building from 12" August 10 AM to 15"
August 5 PM irrespective of weather conditions. The Flag shall be flown
day and night.

The Flag shall always be hoisted briskly and lowered slowly and

ceremoniously.

6. Important points to take care of:

Vv

A damaged or disheveled Flag shall not be displayed.

No other flag or bunting shall be placed higher than or above the National
Flag.

The flag shall not be displayed with the “saffron” down.

The Flag shall not be allowed to touch the ground or the floor or trail in water.
Lettering of any kind shall not be put upon the Flag.

The Flag shall not be flown at half-mast.

The Flag shall not be used as receptacle for receiving, delivering, holding or

carrying anything.



7. Dress code:

Decent and respectful attire is anticipated. The Unit head may wear Head Gear during the
Flag hoisting and lowering at the unit.

8. Salute:

During the ceremony of hoisting or lowering the Flag, all persons present should face the

Flag and stand at the attention. The present in uniform should render the appropriate salute.

9. The Flag Code of India (with latest amendment on 20/7/2022) can be referred for code of
conduct of Flag hoisting and display.
